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JSC(Religions of China and Japan)
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This course was an introduction to the significant religious tradition
found within China and Japan. These traditions include Tibetan
Buddhism and Bon, Chinese Buddhism, Daoism, and Confucianism, as well
as Japanese Buddhism and Shinto. Students explored the origins and
evolution of these religions through a combination of lectures
readings, discussions, films, and individual field research

They examined the intersections of these beliefs within each cultural
milieu and learn about the |ived experience of religious members in
the modern wor ld.

This course gave particular attention to the philosophical
biographical, ritual, and doctrinal texts of these religious
traditions in order to engage with them more directly
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
