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This seminar-styled course examined the interplay between politics and
economics in East Asia. Upon successful completion of this course, students
were able to:

(1) understand political and economic history of the East Asian region;

(2) reconcile the region’” s past success with the difficulties experienced in
East Asian countries more recently; and
(3) analyze in what ways and to what degree the growth experiences of the
high-performing economies in East Asia shed light on the prospects for long-
term success of reforms currently underway (or not underway) in China
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
