(3 Weeks)
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Program Objective: Improve Japanese language proficiency while simultaneously increasing
the level of understanding of Japanese society and culture.
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Learning Outcomes

- Students will be able to use basic expressions, and become proficient in greetings and
simple conversation.

- Students will also be able to talk about and ask questions about everyday life situations.
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Level of study
« Can read Hiragaona and Katakana.
- Have studied Japanese for about 100 hours (self-taught is also acceptable).
- Students should be at a level equivalent to “Minna no Nihongo” Lessons LI-12 or “Genki”
Lessons LI-5.
- Students should be able to speak and write single sentences using simple nouns, adjectives,
and verbs.

- If these conditions are not met, the student should be able to communicate in basic

English.
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The theme of the project is multi-cultural society, and students will work in teams
with Nihongo partners (KGU students) to create messages to express their thoughts by
using the Japanese they have acquired in the class. In addition, students will talk about
topics related to daily life, society and culture, and read related materials. Students
will also practice writing, speaking, reading, and listening to Japanese, depending on
their Japanese language proficiency needs. Through these activities, students will not
only increase their knowledge of Japanese words and phrases, but also improve their
overall ability to communicate, think critically, and work collaboratively using the
Japanese language.

No required textbooks. Instructors will prepare handouts and materials.
