Students will improve
and expand their vocabulary and expressions/phrases through discussions and reading
materials on specific topics. Students will develop communication skills further by
communicating in Japanese during classes with their Nihongo Partners.
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Course Materials : No required textbooks. Instructors will prepare handouts and materials.
